of data analysis and data driven
insights so that all of these
questions are addressed in our
system in the optimal directions
under a number of practical,
limiting conditions. As an exam-
ple of interesting projects from
a statistical standpoint, we
model the process of the con-
tent of a web page changing
significantly over its lifetime.
Building a predictive model for
how often a URL would be
searched by users in the near
future so that we can decide
whether we should keep the
page is another example.
